1. Authorize actions to be taken to provide for interim financing and declare the official intent of the State Public Works Board to reimburse certain capital expenditures from the Public Buildings Construction Fund from the proceeds of the sale of bonds.

2. Authorize the sale of lease revenue bonds.

3. Approve and authorize the execution of a Project Delivery and Construction Agreement between Solano County, the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation, the Corrections Standards Authority, and the State Public Works Board.

4. Approve other related actions in connection with the authorization, issuance, sale, and delivery of said revenue bonds.

Solano County

Action Requested
If approved, the requested action would adopt a resolution authorizing actions to be taken to provide for interim financing, authorize the sale of lease revenue bonds, and other related actions.

Scope Description
This project consists of the design and construction of a new, single story jail facility adjacent to the existing Claybank Adult Detention Facility on approximately 9.5 acres of the greater 21.4± acres of county owned land on which the county’s existing jail facility is located.  The new facility will be approximately 126,400 square feet, utilize primarily steel frame and concrete masonry unit construction, and house post-arraignment and pre-sentenced inmates.  The new facility will contain three general areas, including housing, support services, and a central plant.

The housing portion of the building will contain twelve medium and maximum security celled housing units that will provide a total of approximately 362 beds.  The housing units will be operated by central control utilizing modern electronic security systems.  Each housing unit will include staff control areas, a dayroom, two video visitation rooms, two interview rooms, a multi‑purpose room for program activities, an exercise yard, a pantry, toilets and showers, two janitor’s closets, and storage space.  The pantry in each housing unit will provide a sink and hot water for food and drinks purchased by inmates at the commissary.  Each pantry will also be constructed to accommodate the potential future installation of a re-therming oven.  Food services will be provided by a private vendor.  Meals will be prepared at an existing off-site county jail facility and delivered to this new facility where they will be served in the housing units.

The support services portion of the project includes an administrative services area; a central control room; medical, mental health, and dental service areas that will provide general clinical and dental services; a secure vehicle sally port; an intake/release/processing area; inmate visitation areas; an outdoor refuge/exercise area; a laundry facility; additional storage spaces; and a loading/receiving area.  The administrative services area will include office space, a conference room, women’s and men’s locker rooms, a training room, and other associated support services space as necessary.  The central control room will provide monitoring and visual supervision of the housing units, recreation areas, and other secure areas within the facility.  Inmate visitation areas will include video visitation.

The central plant will provide power as well as heating, cooling and water treatment systems.  This project will also include, but is not limited to, electrical; plumbing; mechanical; heating, ventilation, and air conditioning; security; and fire protection systems.  Staff and public parking lots with hardscape improvements will also be provided as part of this project.  The staff parking lot will include non-secure fencing and a vehicle access gate.  In addition, the area surrounding the housing units and central plant will include secured fencing and gates.

Funding and Cost Verification
Section 15820.903 of the Government Code appropriates $750,000,000 Public Buildings Construction Fund (lease revenue bond authority) to partially finance the construction of local jail facilities in conjunction with local matching funds.  The initial allocation of this funding to counties was administered through the Corrections Standards Authority (CSA) through a competitive public process.  CSA has conditionally awarded $61,545,000 from this appropriation to Solano County for this project.  All of the acquisition/study and design costs and any construction costs in addition to this award amount will be paid by the county.

CEQA
A Notice of Determination was filed with the State Clearinghouse on July 26, 2007, and the statutes of limitation expired on August 25, 2007, without challenge.

Real Estate Due Diligence
The Department of General Services completed a Summary of Conditions Letter for this project on June 23, 2011, which noted three unresolved issues requiring future action.  These issues are: (1) a written legal description and plat map of legal description for the project area and a site map have not yet been prepared, (2) the access right-of-way agreement between Solano County and the Fairfield Unified School District lacks adequate clarity, and (3) a large portion of the utility easement granted by the county to PG&E is over school district property and the school district is not a party to the conveyance document.

The first issue identified above will be resolved as a matter of course during completion of the Ground Lease that will be executed as a part of the state’s financing for this project.  This agreement will come before the Board for review and consent prior to being fully executed.  Regarding resolution of issues two and three, it was recommended that the county (1) obtain a new document specifically for the county’s access easement and (2) seek to perfect the easement it granted to PG&E in that portion of the conveyance crossing school district property.  No other significant issues were identified.

Action Requested
If approved, the requested action would establish scope, cost, and schedule and approve preliminary plans.

Scope Description

Action Requested
If approved, the requested action would authorize acquisition of 10 of the 11 necessary parcels.  

Scope Description
This project is within scope.  The requested action would authorize the acquisition of 10 of the 11 necessary parcels (six county-owned parcels and four privately-owned parcels) which total approximately 2 acres in the City of Redding, Shasta County (County).  Acquisition of the last parcel is being pursued via Eminent Domain action by the City of Redding Redevelopment Agency (Redding RDA) and will come to the Board at a later date.  The purpose of the proposed acquisition is to construct a new 14-courtroom, 173,000 square foot facility and associated improvements for use by the Superior Court of California for judicial, administrative and related purposes.  The project will provide secure parking for judicial officers and staff as well as surface parking.  This proposed project location is situated in Redding’s downtown core in close proximity to other public buildings, the Interstate Route 5 interchange, and other major travel arterials.


Funding Cost Verification
This project is within cost.  A total of $6,996,000 has been appropriated for acquisition.  This property can be acquired with the funds available and in accordance with Legislative intent.  The total land acquisition costs for the 10 parcels requested in this item total $2,035,000 ($1,325,000 for the four privately-owned parcels and $710,000 for the six County-owned parcels).  The County-owned parcel costs are offset by the exchange of court equity in the two existing court facilities (valued at $1,790,000).  There are sufficient funds left to acquire the remaining private-owned parcel.

Condition of Property
On February 17, 2010, the Department of General Services (DGS) staff conducted a site visit to the subject property.  The parcels are currently improved with office, restaurant, and residential buildings as well as paved and unpaved parking lots.  

Phase I Environmental Site Assessments (ESA) were conducted in January 2010, in accordance with the American Society for Testing and Materials Standard Practice for ESAs.  The ESA report noted that the building materials on four of the parcels may likely contain asbestos and lead based paint. Therefore, prior to demolition or any structural/renovation changes, all appropriate local, state, and federal rules/regulations shall be followed with respect to the handling and disposal of these materials.










Phase II ESAs were conducted in January 2011, in accordance with the American Society for Testing and Materials Standard Practice for ESAs.  The ESAs report the following:
· As an overall representative condition of the site, the contractor drilled at 13 locations and collected subsurface samples for laboratory analysis.  The lab analysis showed low concentrations of constituents in the samples collected.  All sample concentrations were reflective of background levels or below environmental screening levels, except petroleum hydrocarbons detected on the County-owned 1516 Oregon Street property.  The petroleum detected in soils at 1516 Oregon Street did not appear to threaten groundwater quality because of two factors: 1) the presence of a “hard pan” layer in the subsurface, and 2) the relatively low and confined detection of the petroleum hydrocarbons.  The Phase II report recommended that the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) exercise prudent contingencies during construction activities in addressing the localized petroleum-impacted soils.  In addition, the Phase II stated that excavated soils would not require special handling as hazardous waste.

The Soil Removal Report was prepared in June 2011 and the excavation report noted the following:
· The County excavated about 270 cubic yards of impacted soil where the Phase II identified petroleum hydrocarbons (diesel) in the north west area of the 1516 Oregon Street property.  The sampling results confirmed presence of diesel contamination at concentration levels below regulatory agency action.  The removed soil that contained the majority of the diesel contamination was stockpiled at the Old Enterprise Dump site awaiting direction from Shasta County Environmental Health for either 1) transport to a licensed soil-treatment facility for immediate disposal, or 2) permission for aeration at the dumpsite.  Residual diesel contamination remains in the bottom of the excavation and offsite towards the northeast.  The excavation was backfilled with pea gravel and cement mix, the top five feet filled with clean aggregate base, and the surface repaved with asphalt.  The report showed that the subsurface impacts were localized and do not present a threat to human health or the environment as long as it remains undisturbed.  While there will be localized, residual contamination on the site, the AOC has indicated that due to setback requirements, courthouse construction would not involve subsurface activities in this area.

Five buildings (one county-owned and four privately-owned) are older than fifty years (a threshold for potential eligibility of listing on the National Register of Historic Places and the California Register of Historical Resources).  These buildings were constructed from 1923-1956 and it was uncertain if the buildings were historically significant.  The AOC consulted with the State Historic Preservation Office and received concurrence that the buildings were considered neither historically significant nor eligible for listing.

Eminent Domain Proceedings:
At the April 8, 2011, meeting, the Board took action to recognize that the proposed site was the preferred location to construct a new courthouse.  Additionally, the Board recognized that one or more of the required parcels would have to be acquired through the use of Eminent Domain.  In September 2010, the AOC entered into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Redding RDA to have the Redding RDA obtain “rights to acquire” the five private parcels that make up a portion of the proposed site.  The Redding RDA made offers to the private owners.  As of May 2011, one of the private owners was not receptive to providing “acquisition rights” to the Redding RDA as they did not agree with the value of the land indicated in the DGS approved appraisal.  However, on June 24, 2011, this owner signed a stipulation stating they did not object to the Redding RDAs right to take the property and the court issued an Order of Possession for the parcel.  A Stipulation for Order of Possession and Order for Possession provide for the Redding RDA to take possession of the property as of August 31, 2011.  The Redding RDA may take possession prior to August 31, 2011, if the property owner requests it to do so.  At this time, the private parcel owner is obtaining an updated appraisal for DGS review.  

Additionally, if the Redding RDA is eliminated, the City of Redding will be taking over the eminent domain actions for this project.  This is consistent with what was reported to the Board at the May 2011 Board meeting.  

Other:
· The Board approved site selection for all of 11 of the parcels at its May 17, 2010, meeting. 
· The state’s acquisition of the County parcels and the privately-owned parcels is contingent upon the state’s acquisition of all the parcels that would comprise the project site including the City of Redding easement for the alleyway bisecting the privately owned parcels.  The AOC and the City of Redding have entered into a Memorandum of Understanding which provides that the abandonment and vacation of the alleyway shall be subject to the AOC’s relocation of all utilities located within the alleyway. 
· The subject properties are situated within the Redding RDA plan area.  The Redding RDA and AOC have entered into a Memorandum of Understanding regarding planning and design controls wherein the Redding RDA agrees that it will not exercise any rights it may have under the redevelopment plan or any other applicable document to restrict or control the state’s development or use of the property. 
· The County-owned property will be purchased directly from the County by the state.  The Redding RDA will acquire the privately-owned properties.  The Redding RDA has entered into purchase agreements with three of the four private owners. The Redding RDA will assign the purchase agreements to the state upon site acquisition authorization by the Board. One privately-owned parcel will be acquired by eminent domain.  
· The purchase prices do not exceed estimated fair market values as indicated in DGS approved appraisals.  The state’s purchase price for the County parcels will include an exchange of the state’s equity interest in the existing Main Courthouse and the Justice Center facilities.  While the state will extinguish its equity interest in the existing court facilities, the AOC will retain the right for the local trial court to remain in place and continue to conduct court operations at these facilities until 120 days after the Notice of Completion for the new courthouse has been issued. 
· Relocation assistance applies to the privately-owned properties.  The Redding RDA contracted for relocation analysis and will perform the relocation assistance process.  The state will reimburse the Redding RDA $266,050 for relocation expenses.
· The Property Acquisition Agreements (PAA) for the privately-owned properties include the state’s standard environmental indemnification language.  The PAA for the County property includes a modified environmental indemnification.  The Phase II ESA and subsequent soil sampling identified localized petroleum-impacted soils.  While the Phase II ESA indicates that excavated soils would not require special handling as hazardous waste, the ESA does recommend that AOC exercise “prudent contingencies” during construction activities. According to AOC staff, due to setback requirements, courthouse construction would not involve subsurface activities in this localized area.
· The PAAs will require delivery of titles to the properties free and clear of any mortgages or liens.
· The proposed site meets the size, location, and compatibility requirements of the Judicial Council of California.
· There are no historic issues and no implied dedication associated with this project.

Action Requested
If approved, the requested action would authorize acquisition. 

Scope Description
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]This project is within scope.  The requested action would authorize acquisition of an approximately 1-acre site situated in downtown Santa Barbara for the construction of a new   8-courtroom, 98,000 square foot court facility for use by the Superior Court of California for judicial, administrative, and related purposes.  The project includes secure parking for judicial officers and staff and surface parking for visitors. The property is improved with structures which would be demolished for the proposed project.  This privately-owned property is situated next to the existing Figueroa Division Courthouse and across the street from the Historic Courthouse.  

Funding and Cost Verification
This project is within cost.  A total of $41,541,000 has been appropriated for acquisition.  This property can be acquired with the funds available and in accordance with Legislative intent.

Condition of Property
In November, 2010, the Department of General Services (DGS) staff visited the subject property.  The proposed site includes two parcels; one on the west side of Santa Barbara Street which consists of a paved parking area and buildings that will be demolished during the construction phase and the second on the east side of Santa Barbara Street which consists of a parking lot.  Approximately 16 groundwater monitoring wells are located in the parking lot on the west side of Santa Barbara Street.  

Phase I
A Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) for the proposed site was completed in April 2010, in accordance with the American Society of Testing and Materials.  This assessment included the following Recognized Environmental Conditions: (1) Possible historical carpet cleaning activities; and (2) Soil and/or groundwater impacts from off-site sources.  The report recommended the following:
· Conduct a subsurface investigation to assess possible impacts from historical carpet cleaning activities as well as for vapor intrusion impacts to the site from the off-site Leaking Underground Storage Tank (UST) and Spills, Leaks, Investigations, and Clean-ups (SLIC) facilities.
· Monitor the progress of groundwater remediation associated with the adjacent leaking UST and SLIC facilities through attainment of agency case closure.  In addition, the report recommended that Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) contact its legal counsel regarding the appropriateness of requesting indemnification from the responsible parties regarding liability associated with the impacts beneath the site.


Phase II
A Phase II ESA on the proposed site was conducted on July 27, 2010.  The investigation included soil borings and soil gas samplings to determine whether off-site leaking UST and SLIC have migrated onto the proposed site and whether historical businesses, such as dry cleaners, furniture repair and carpet cleaning made the site unsuitable for development.  The results determined that there were no vapor intrusion risks to human health present and that no further investigations were warranted.  

Other Conditions
The Phase I ESA noted that based on the age of the buildings, prior to buildings’ renovation or demolition, test disturbed materials for asbestos-containing materials, lead-based paint, and polychlorinated biphenyls presence for proper handling and disposal.  AOC will follow all appropriate local, state, and federal rules and regulations with respect to the handling and disposal of these materials.

Groundwater Monitoring Wells
Approximately 16 groundwater monitoring wells are installed in the parking lot area.  A Temporary Right of Entry and License for the installation and maintenance of the monitoring wells and a water transportation pipeline was entered into in 1993 between the current property owner and the County of Santa Barbara.  This Right of Entry remains in effect until such time as well monitoring is no longer required.  In this document, the County agrees to remove the well heads and abandon the pipeline at that time.  This agreement requires that, in the event the property owners transfer the property to a third party, the owners will notify the third party in writing of the County’s interest in the property and the third party shall take the property subject to the County’s interest.  The County does not have an estimated date to remove the well heads and abandon the pipeline.  However, in a letter dated June 15, 2011, the AOC’s Assistant Director for Design and Construction Services, states:  “The County is committed to continue the environmental remediation work and complete removal of the wells from the site prior to January 2014, the anticipated start date of construction for the new courthouse.  In the unlikely event that monitoring of the environmental remediation work will be required beyond January 2014 the County will remove the existing monitoring wells and install the required wells on adjacent County owned property”.

At this time, the state will be taking title to the property with the County’s interest to monitor the groundwater wells in place.  Should the County fail to remove the existing wells prior to the start of construction and construction is delayed, the AOC must absorb the escalated cost of construction within their appropriation.

Other:
· The Board approved site selection for this property at its December 13, 2010, meeting.
· The property is situated within a redevelopment agency (RDA) plan area.  The RDA and the state have entered into a Memorandum of Understanding wherein the RDA waives for the state courthouse project any restriction and control rights it may have under the redevelopment plan or any other implementing document.
· The subject properties are improved with structures which will be demolished during the project construction phase.
· The structures are owner-occupied. However, since the property has been actively listed for sale on the open market, there is no displacement under relocation regulations.  Relocation assistance is not applicable.
· There are no historic issues and no implied dedication associated with this project.
· The proposed site meets the size, location, and compatibility requirements of the Judicial Council of California.  
· The purchase price shall not exceed the estimated fair market value as indicated in a DGS approved appraisal.

Staff Recommendation:	Authorize acquisition.
