CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL:
Mr. Sheehy, Chairperson of the SPWB and Chief Deputy Director of the Department of Finance, called the meeting to order at 11:00 a.m.  Mr. Greg Rogers, Assistant Administrative Secretary for the SPWB, called the roll.  A quorum was established.

The first order of business was approval and adoption of the Minutes from December 12, 2008.  
A motion was made by Ms. McKim and Second by Mr. Semmes to approve and adopt the minutes from the December 12, 2008 meeting.  The minutes were approved by a 3-0 vote.

BOND ITEMS:

There were no bond items for consideration this month.  Mr. Sheehy informed the audience that no bond items would be considered by this Board until the Pooled Money Investment Board took positive action regarding the freezing of disbursements from AB 55 Loans, which are used to provide interim financing for bond funded projects. 
CONSENT ITEMS:

Mr. Rogers reported the Consent Calendar consists of Items 1 through 5.  In summary these items were proposed: 
4 requests to approve preliminary plans [Item 1, 2, 4, and 5]

1 request to recognize a scope change and approve preliminary plans [Item 3]

There was one legislative notification letter associated with the Consent Calendar and no adverse comments have been received for this item.  

The letter was for Consent Item # 3, Department of Parks and Recreation — Jedediah Smith Redwoods State Park, Aubell Maintenance Facility, Del Norte County

—The notification letter advising the Joint Legislative Budget Committee of this intent to recognize a scope change was sent on December 22, 2008.  Mr. Roger’s provided a brief description of the change to project scope.
 In summary: Staff recommended approval of the Consent Calendar consisting of Consent Items 1 through 5.
There were no questions from the Board or the public.

A motion was made by Mr. Semmes and Second by Ms. McKim to approve Consent Items 1 through 5.  The Consent Items were approved by a 3-0 vote. 
ACTION ITEMS

Mr. Rogers stated that there were four Action Items for consideration on this month’s agenda.

Action Item #1 was for the Department of General Services—Department of Food and Agriculture, San Bernardino Veterinary Laboratory, San Bernardino County.   

This Item was been pulled due to some outstanding issues and should be before the Board at next months or the following months meeting.


The next three Action Items, Action Items 2, 3, and 4 were all related items for the Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation.  Since all three items were related, Mr. Sheehy proposed that all three items were discussed as one item, and then vote on each item separately.  There were no objections.
Mr. Rogers reported that Action Items 2, 3, and 4 are for the Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation—Site Consideration for three separate Potential Secure Reentry Facilities.  If approved, these items would authorize site selection while recognizing the reentry program authorized by AB 900 is not within scope and cost.  This action would allow the Department of Corrections to conduct site investigation work and begin negotiations at the three separate sites located in Kern County, Madera County, and San Bernardino County.  

Typically, site selection authorization is not an action item, and in some instances is delegated to Board staff.  These three site selections are unusual and brought as action items for several reasons: 1) the AB 900 reentry program is not within scope and cost and legislative amendment to AB 900 is necessary to get the program back within scope and cost; 2) no acquisition could occur until legislative amendments are enacted and this Board approves the scope and cost  for a reentry project in the subject Counties; 3) taking this action could allow the AB 900 jail construction financing program to move forward – that program is within scope and cost; and  4) CDCR will redirect support funding to do the site investigations and negotiations as AB 900 funding is not available until the reentry program is legislatively amended.  Notwithstanding these unusual circumstances, for reasons noted in the detailed staff analysis, staff recommended the Board authorize site selection while recognizing the reentry program is not within scope and cost.

Action Item #2 was for the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation (CDCR)—Site Consideration for a Potential Secure Reentry Facility, Kern County.  

This request would authorize site selection, which would allow CDCR to conduct site investigation and begin negotiations of an approximate 17-acre site that is situated adjacent to the existing Kern County jail complex, to the north of the City of Bakersfield and east of the City of Shafter and within Kern County’s jurisdiction.
Staff recommended authorizing site selection while recognizing the reentry program is not within scope and cost.

A motion was made by Ms. McKim and Second by Mr. Semmes to approve Action Item #2.  

Action Item #2 was approved by a 3-0 vote. 

Action Item #3 CDCR—Site Consideration for a Potential Secure Reentry Facility, Madera County.  This request would authorize site selection, which would allow CDCR to conduct site investigation and begin negotiations of an approximate 15-acre site that is situated adjacent to the existing Madera County jail complex, within the county’s jurisdiction and just east of Madera city limits.  

Staff recommended authorizing site selection while recognizing the reentry program is not within scope and cost.
A motion was made by Mr. Semmes and Second by Ms. McKim to approve Action Item #3.  

The Action Item was approved by a 3-0 vote.

Action Item #4 CDCR—Site Consideration for a Potential Secure Reentry Facility, San Bernardino County.  

This request would authorize site selection which would allow CDCR to conduct site investigations and begin negotiations of an approximate 15-acre site that is situated along Morro Road and Dale Evans Parkway in the town of Apple Valley, within the jurisdiction of San Bernardino County.  

Staff recommended authorizing site selection while recognizing the reentry program is not within scope and cost.
A motion was made by Ms. McKim and Second by Mr. Semmes to approve Action Item #4.  

The Action Item was approved by a 3-0 vote.

OTHER BUSINESS:
Mr. Rogers reported there was no Other Business this month.
