CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL:
Mr. Sheehy, Chairperson of the SPWB and Chief Deputy Director of the Department of Finance, called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m.  Mr. Greg Rogers, Assistant Administrative Secretary for the SPWB, called the roll.  A quorum was established.

The first order of business was approval and adoption of the Minutes from January 13, 2008.  
A motion was made by Mr. Semmes and Second by Mr. Lujano to approve and adopt the minutes from the January 13, 2009 meeting.  The minutes were approved by a 4-0 vote.

BOND ITEMS:

Mr. Rogers reported there was one bond item for consideration this month.  The bond item was for DEPARTMENT OF MENTAL HEALTH METROPOLITAN STATE HOSPITAL, NORWALK

CONSTRUCT NEW KITCHEN AND REMODEL SATELLITE SERVING KITCHENS — LOS ANGELES COUNTY
The requested action would adopt a supplemental resolution authorizing actions to be taken to provide for interim financing and authorize the sale of bonds, consistent with increased project authority of $7,498,000 appropriated in the Budget Act of 2007.
Staff recommended adoption and approval. 

There were no questions from the Board or the public.

A motion was made by Mr. O’ Toole and Second by Mr. Semmes to approve the bond item.  The Bond Item was approved by a 4-0 vote.

There was one legislative notification letter associated with the Consent Calendar.   

The letter was for Consent Item #3, Departments of Parks and Recreation, Kenneth Hahn State Recreation Area, Operation of the Baldwin Hills Scenic Overlook, Interpretive Center and Multi-Use Pavilion, Los Angeles County

—The notification letter advising the Joint Legislative Budget Committee of the intent to approve the issuance of a concession contract for the operation of the Center and Multi-use Pavilion was sent on January 23, 2009.  

Staff recommended approval of the Consent Calendar consisting of Consent Items 1 through 4.
There were no questions from the Board or the public.

A motion was made by Mr. Semmes and Second by Mr. Sheehy to approve Consent Items 1 through 4.  The Consent Items were approved by a 2-0 vote. 
ACTION ITEMS:
Mr. Rogers stated that there was one Action Item for consideration on this month’s agenda.  The Action Item was for the DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS AND REHABILITATION CALIFORNIA REHABILITATION CENTER — POTABLE WATER SYSTEM UPGRADE PROJECT NORCO, RIVERSIDE COUNTY

The requested action would establish the project scope, cost, and schedule.  The project includes design and construction of an upgrade to the potable water system at the California Rehabilitation Center, Norco (CRC).  This project is necessary to address health and regulatory problems with the CRC potable water system and to update it for compliance with current code.  
Staff recommended the Board establish the scope, cost, and schedule for this project as outlined in the staff analysis, contingent upon expiration of the 30‑day notification period without adverse Legislative comment.
There were no questions from the Board or the public.

A motion was made by Mr. Semmes and Second by Mr. Sheehy to approve the Action Item.  The Action Item was approved by a 2-0 vote.
